Saturday Feeding

The KIN Team visited Kibera twice in 2011
and attended the feeding on both
occasions. We were delighted to welcome
Mica Paris in November. 200+ children
rergularly ¢ome feor a meal each Saturday
Ut inNoveRiSeF this number soared to
300 with children back for the school
holidays. The East African drought has led
to a sharp rise in the price of food and we
have re budgeted the cost of the feeding
and food packs sent home with vulnerable
families. The children are given a meal of
meat, vegetables, fruit and milk and have
play time in the grounds of Kibra Academy.

The Comic Relief documentary, highlighting the
living conditions in Kibera, led to a rise in the
number of sponsored children. At the end of 2011,
155 children will have Guardians. School fees, books
and lunches are paid for and the team in Nairobi
support and mentor the children. KIN has funded
spectacles, medical care for cases of typhoid and
malaria, medical camps, emergency nutritional

: support and rent, scout, guide and football kit,
wellingtons and Macs, extra coaching for candidate students and seminars
for caregivers and children on a range of issues. Each child is treated as an

In December they will finish the year
with a Christmas Party and each child
will receive new clothes, a toy and their
caregivers will be given water storage
cylinders.

Education Support & Vocational Training

Education continues to be at the
heart of the KIN projects. 72
children are being funded to the
end of secondary school. Our
partners in Nairobi work with

the schools, caregivers and the
children to help them achieve
the best outcome. In Kenya it is
vital to hold a KCSE certificate,
achieved at the end of Form 4 of
secondary school, in order to
have a chance of securing
formal employment. Many of the
children have gaps in their
education and struggle to get
good results and KIN funds extra
tuition.

At the end of secondary school

we agree with the child a suitable vocational training course. This year

young people have been taking courses in hotel management, lab
technology, hairdressing and catering. Supporting teenagers from such

poor backgrounds is both challenging and rewarding. The aim is to

facilitate self sufficiency through employment and several are now

working in hairdressing, hotel services and mechanics. Most vocational
